LIO Minutes (draft)
Friday, July 23, 2004

Olympia Resort, Oconomowoc, WI

Present- 22 LIOs representing the following counties:

Kewaunee, Dodge, Winnebago, Jefferson, Juneau, Fond du Lac, Wood, Sheboygan, Washington, Racine, Burnett, Shawno, Dane, Polk, Rock, and 7 who didn’t sign in.
Also present- Ted Koch, Jane Licht

Meeting called to order by President Scott Godfrey immediately following discussion of WLIA proposal to DOA.

The need to hold regular meetings and encourage greater participation was noted.

Following discussion related to the WLIA session, the general consensus was that LION should take a role in the proposed reorganization of the WLIP.  Discussion included what LION is capable of providing in terms of an advisory role, peer plan review, policy and standards development and alternatives to support this participation.  LION needs to have a greater voice in the program in light of the WLIP reorganization and expected sunset of the WLIB. 

Pabich motioned, second by Harvey that LION express to WLIA their intention to participate in peer review of plans, provide input in distribution of grant monies, provide input on standards and policies and offer a peer review of program funding.  Motion carried.

Pabich motioned, second by Jason Grueneberg to advise the WLIA Board to consider the proposal submitted by Ted Koch and all comments gathered at the Lac du Flambeau and Oconomowoc sessions when drafting the final proposal.  Motion carried.  

Discussion continued on the merits of the two proposals under consideration and expectations for producing a document expressing a consensus opinion of those who had participated for ensuring the future of the WLIP.  Many questions remained unanswered as the final determination will ultimately come from DOA.

Ted Koch announced that several counties had been contacted in regards to pictometry and offered to arrange a demonstration for counties interested in this new technology.  He stated that the demonstration would not endorse the product one way or the other, but simply provide an opportunity to evaluate and become more informed about this technology.  Counties who had been contacted by the vendor commented on their perceptions (e.g., data and software proprietary, large scale images, oblique angle images, expensive).  It was noted that this type of imagery would be a great value to the law enforcement community.    

Brent Davies motioned, second by Jim Johnston to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.  The next meeting will be held October 21st or 22nd in conjunction with the WLIA Regional meeting in Delavan, WI.
