LION Regional Meeting

October 20th, 2006

Members present: Scott M. Galetka, Jason Grueneberg, Damon Anderson and others (no list of LIO’s attending available)
Damon Anderson – Call meeting to order 7:30a.m.  .
Jason G. presented the incoming president, Damon Anderson, with a small stuffed lion; a gift from Diann Danielson who has resigned as LION President because she has left her post with Dane County. 

New LIO’s:  Steve Hanson will be the new Kewanee County LIO as Marilyn Mueller has retired.
LION Web Site:  Damon said the web content was getting stale on the LION website.  He said he talked to Ron Voigt about hosting the site however, the site will not be as robust as it currently is. 

LION Session at WLIA Annual Meeting:  Damon said we would like to have a session for newly appointed LIO’s at the annual WLIA meeting.  Jason G. expanded on this, suggesting that this should be a more of a general session to provide a broader perspective on the LIO for the entire WLIA membership for which it can benefit from.  Jason requested a volunteer to submit an abstract to WLIA so he can get it on the agenda.  Mary or Jane (notes don’t clearly indicate who) said they would submit the abstract. 

Annual Survey:  David Mockert presented an update on RAMONA which is a possible replacement for the last current survey.  The SCO is working on importing the current survey questions and pre-filled data into the RAMONA.  The information will be added at the end of the ROMONA survey.  They are looking at an end-of-the-year completion date.

When asked how long it would take to complete the survey, Dave M. responded that it would take 20-30 minutes with the pre-filled fields.  Damon A. asked if we would get a username and password and Dave M. responded yes, you request it when you enter RAMONA.  Dave M. said Jerry Sullivan had been hired as an LTE at the SCO with one of his tasks being to work on the survey.  Dave M. and Damon A. explained why we have the survey, describing it as a measure of the program’s progress.  Jason G. stressed that we need full participation of the survey.  Discussion followed on ways to get every county to participate in the survey.

When asked how maintenance of the system was going to be handled, Dave M and Jim Lacy said that RAMONA will be around for awhile.
2005-2006 WLIP Funds/Grants (DOA):  Mike Friis presented an update of the program.  He when over the two documents that were distributed through e-mail sent Oct. 9th 2006.  Jason G. clarified that the base budget increase from $35,000 to $50,000 is a Maximum and not a guarantee a base budget county can count on receiving.  When asked “What is the additional amount of the revenue needed to give out base budget?”; Jason G. responded that no county can count on a base budget award of $50,000.  There is not enough money available to fully fund those grants and those counties may only receive $40,000-45,000.  
Mike F. mentioned Buffalo County did not apply for the past grants worth around $22,000, for reasons unknown.
